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The Personalised Surface; Work in Progress

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The Personalised Surface is an exhibition of work in progress from a two-year AHRC-funded research project ‘The Personalised Surface within Fine Art Digital Printmaking’ led by Professor Paul Coldwell and Dr Barbara Rauch with additional support from Jonathan Kearney. The project explores the role of surface within an expanded concept of digital Fine Art printmaking and considers how artists are seeking ways to give their work a specific physical identity. A major component of the project has been to focus on a group of artists as case studies, to follow them through the development of a piece of work in order to offer insights into how the question of surface is considered throughout the making of the work. This exhibition features work from each of the major case studies and includes a range of approaches from the purely digital inkjet print through to sculpture and proposals for 3D prints. 

The exhibition will include work by Paul Coldwell, Bruce Gernand, Dan Hays, Tim Head, Christian Nold, Kathy Prendergast, Barbara Rauch and Sissu Tarka.
The project is being carried out within FADE (fine art digital environment) a joint research project between Camberwell College of Arts and Chelsea College of Art & Design, and one of the projects with ICFAR, The International Centre for Fine Art Research at the University of the Arts London.  The project will conclude in April 2009 with an international conference at the Victoria & Albert Museum, London.

Biographies
Paul Coldwell is a sculptor and printmaker and Professor in fine art at the University of the Arts London. Since 1994, the computer has been an essential element in his printmaking, using it not only to make purely digital prints, but also to revisit older technologies. He is current exhibiting in the House at Kettle’s Yard, Cambridge.
Bruce Gernand has been working with digital modelling for about ten years starting with a major commission for the Cass Sculpture Foundation, realizing one of the largest digital castings to date. His concern is to ground the digital in material production. Gernand is currently Research Fellow at Central St Martins college of Art, where he was previously Head of sculpture.
Dan Hays is a painter who has been exploring the way images are abstracted through media. His exhibition ‘Impressions of Colorado’, 2006 at Southampton City Gallery, was the result of discovering his namesake’ website of photographs on the internet and the subsequent paintings built up landscapes, pixel by pixel. In 1997 he was awarded first prize at the John Moores exhibition.
Tim Head is artist who poetic use of media has made him one of the key figures of British Art. He has exhibited internationally including the Venice Biennale 1980, ICA 1985, and Documenta V1 and was included in 'British Art Now: An American Perspective', Solomon R Guggenheim Museum, New York, and Royal Academy, London (1980) and 'Live in Your Head: Concept and Experiment in Britain 1965-75', Whitechapel Art Gallery, London (2000).
Christian Nold is an artist, designer and educator working to develop new participatory models for communal representation. Since graduating from the Royal College of Art, Christian has led large scale participatory mapping projects in over 16 countries with over a thousand people.
Kathy Prendergast is a sculptor with an international reputation for whom drawing and mapping are key elements with her series of ‘City’ drawings drawing great critical acclaim. In 1995 she was awarded a prize at the Venice Biennale and in 1999 had a solo exhibition at the Irish Museum of Modern Art. She previously collaborated with the FADE project to produce ‘Lost Map’, an emotional map of North America.
Barbara Rauch, artist and researcher, University of the Arts London. Rauch's practice-based research in Fine Art focuses on new technologies and how they alter our current understanding of human consciousness. Building on her AHRC funded project "3D Virtual Emotions", Rauch is looking in particular at evolutionary aspects of human and animal facial expression to reveal conscious and subconscious experience.
Sissu Tarka is an artist and researcher with an interest in the criticality of emerging practices and economies of media art. Her work addresses themes of non-linearity, modes of resistance, and articulations of democratic, active work. Tarka was born in Helsinki and lives in London. She is currently affiliated with CRUMB Curatorial Resource for Upstart Media Bliss.
